Cut 5 - 2.5" squares in assorted Green prints 

Cut 5 - 2.5" squares in assorted Blue prints 

Cut 4 - 2.5" squares in assorted Purple/Pink prints 

Cut 5 - 2.5" squares in assorted Red prints 

Cut 5 - 2.5" squares in assorted Yellow/Orange prints 

Cut 1 - 2.5" square in Black 

 Sew the Green squares together in a row. Sew the Blue squares in row and so on. Sew the 
Purple/Pink squares in a row with the Black square in the center. 

When all the rows are sewn join the rows together in the order of : Green, Blue, Purple/Pink, 
Red, Yellow/Orange 

The finished block should be 10.5" square. 

You can make as many blocks as you want. Use buttons for bingo chips. The blocks will be 
turned in for charity quilts. Please bring 2 fat quarters for the bingo prizes.
